Creative Ireland, the Government’s Legacy Programme for Ireland 2016 – a five-year initiative, from 2018-2022, which places creativity at the centre of public policy. The vision of Creative Ireland is that every person living in Ireland will have the opportunity to fully realise his or her creative potential.  This vision is pursued through the Five Pillars of the Creative Ireland Programme.

Pillar 1: Enabling the Creative Potential of Every Child 
Pillar 2: Enabling creativity in Every Community 
Pillar 3: Investing in our Creative and Cultural Infrastructure
Pillar 4: The Creative Industries: Ireland as a Centre of Excellence in Media Production
Pillar 5: Unifying our Global Reputation

Participation and access are central to this vision. Connecting artists and other creative practitioners to communities is also regarded as essential to realising our vision.  Galway County Council’s focus in the coming years is to preserve and support our unique culture, environment, heritage and language.  We are committed to developing the wellbeing of the County, its communities and people.  It is our wish to maximise social inclusion and support active citizenship.

To recognise the economic, social and cultural importance or Irish in the Gaeltacht and throughout the County.

To support the delivery of programmes that enhance the cultural life of our citizens throughout their lifetime.

To support equal access to all our cultural and creative services, programmes and initiatives.

To build on our strong and ever-increasing positive international reputation in County Galway.


	APPLICATION PROCESS



[bookmark: _GoBack]The application window for Creative Ireland opens on 17th February and closes at 4pm on 26th March. The application process involves the submission of a completed Expression of Interest form either via email to creativeireland@galwaycoco.ie or by printing and completing the form and returning it to Galway County Council Arts Office, County Hall, Prospect Hill, Galway.  

During the application window Galway County Council Arts Office will be available to answer any queries that potential applicants may have. Queries can be submitted via email to creativeireland@galwaycoco.ie or you can phone 091 509205/509177.  



	SHORTLISTING



Once the application window closes all Expressions of Interest will be assessed against the following set of criteria: 

· The extent to which proposals meet the objectives outlined on the previous page. 
· Proven capacity of the applicant group to develop and deliver the proposed project. 
· Proven expertise and experience of the creative / cultural practitioners engaged with the applicant group. 
· Budget feasibility – budgets must be realistic and proposed activities deliverable within budget. While match funding is not a requisite for applicants we will welcome proposals that have secured some match funding. 

Shortlisting of applications will be carried out by an expert panel made up of cultural producers and external advisors. We aim to have the shortlisting process completed by 17th of April 2020.  

The amount awarded to any one project will typically be between €1,000 and €5,000, with €5,000 being the maximum amount that can be applied for. The quantity and value of awards will depend on available funding, number of applicants and the quality of applications.  We will also consider geographical spread and scheduling throughout the calendar year. 


	NOTES TO APPLICANTS



Applicant bodies must be a legal entity with their own bank account and tax clearance certification. 

Shortlisted projects will be required to provide evidence of appropriate insurances and also to indemnify Galway County Council.  Shortlisted projects will be required to adhere to Galway County Council’s Communications and Branding Guidelines. 

Shortlisted projects will be required to adhere to Galway County Council’s policies in the area of accessibility, diversity and inclusion to ensure that project events and activities are as inclusive and accessible as possible. 

All projects supported under these Creative Ireland Bursaries must be fully completed by 30 October 2020.
